- Please submit all required information, including evidence of sustained activity over the last three
years, on the Form.

- NB curriculum vitae and /or supporting material should not be attached.

Please send applications to the AICA Office in Paris one month prior to the Administrative Council
(usually in early March) or one month prior to the General Assembly (usually in early October).
